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Abstract

A study on bicycle use behavior and guidelines for promoting
bicycle utilization on Si-Chang Island in Chonburi province has its
objective to study the bicycle use behavior and bicycle service
satisfaction among local people and tourists including the
guidelines for encouraging the use of bicycles on Si-Chang Island.
The applied research methodologies consist of the survey on
behavior, satisfaction and demand with regard to bicycle for
tourism purpose and daily use. The mix method was used. The
interview with the survey questions has been conducted on 53
locals on Si-Chang Island and 34 tourists who use bicycles. The
observation result is implemented to the interview and focus
group discussion in order to encourage the bicycle utilization in Si-
Chang Island.

The study on bicycle use behavior on Si-Chang Island
shows that the most people who use bicycles are children and
youths. They only use bicycle for a short-distance trip. During
bicycle ride, they are quite concerned about the road safety due
to its bumpiness and steepness. On the other hand, tourists who
ride bicycles are mostly in working age. They tend to use bicycles
for exercise and recreation. On bicycle ride, they have concerns
about the accident with people, things and other vehicles along
the way. They also agree that the roads are steep, bumpy,
damaged and narrow. On the satisfaction and demand for bicycle
use, it shows that local people and tourists are satisfied with

bicycle use at moderate level. Most people have satisfaction with
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the factors relating to friendliness and security in their lives and
properties, while tourists are satisfied with tourist attractions and
interesting viewpoints. It is noted that bicycle riding activity that
people would like to have is to ride bicycle as a vehicle for travel
and exercise. As the tourists ride bicycle for recreational activity
such as worshiping Buddha images and sacred items, sightseeing,
visiting the palace and royal residence. On the guidelines for bicycle
use promotion, people have their opinions that roads or routes
should be taken in account for improvement. It also includes
development plan for tourist attractions and interesting places, as the
tourists give suggestions that network of cyclist should be set up

along with available emergency assistance and bicycle rental service.
