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Abstract

Critical Participatory Action Research (CPAR) is a research methodology that emphasizes
empowering communities for social change through active participation in identifying and addressing social
issues. It integrates the Critical Social theory with the principles of Participatory Action Research (PAR), where
communities play a vital role in the research process and addressing social issues. Collaboratively, they
identify and analyze community social issues and work towards finding solutions.

The CPAR approach involves collaborative work, democratic decision-making, shared goals for
collective change, and reflective collaboration. This highlights that the CPAR methodology focuses on
empowering communities as the center of the research process, believing that societal transformation occurs
through the collective participation of communities and their awareness of social justice. The role of the
researcher is that of a facilitator, promoting and supporting the full participation of all stakeholders in the
research process by creating inclusive spaces rooted in confidence in the research process aimed at

meaningful transformation.
